As a user, I want to have a matrix-like view of my observed values with targets as rows and features as columns (grouped by protocolApplication) #652

How to demo: * Go to the matrix viewer to find all animals (targets) shown as rows with all measured features as columns and values as cells, grouped by protocolapplication or timestamp (as timeline on top of rows) * You can choose particular feature types as columns and particular targets as row (e.g. feature type = Individual, and then choose Ind1) * You filter your results based on properties of Feature or Target or ProtocolApplication * You can inline edit values, remove and add columns (features) or rows (target) * You can download visible or whole matrix (see download wizard) * You can save a matrix as a 'Data' set to be retrieved and viewed as one set (implicitly, all observedvalues are treated as one data set per Investigation unless you specify otherwise) * You can upload new matrix like data into an existing or new data set (see import wizard) * As developer you can specificy alternative back-ends to store the data optimaly Homepage: Modules/MatrixViewer
